A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PRELIMINARY PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS PERMIT FOR A PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT KNOWN AS WINDWARD POINTE, ON  TRACTS OF LAND LOCATED IN THE 4300 AND 4400 BLOCKS OF WEBB ROAD, EAST OF WEBB-ROAD SOUTH OF CHICKAMAUGA LAKE, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN AND AS SHOWN ON THE MAP ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOF BY REFERENCE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and hereby is granted a Preliminary Planned Unit Development Special Exceptions Permit for a Proposed Planned Unit Development on tracts of land located at 4300 and 4400 blocks of Webb Road, east of Webb Road, south of Chickamauga Lake, known as Windward Pointe, more particularly described as follows:

A tract of land located at 4300 and 4400 Blocks of Webb Road east of Webb Road south of Chickamauga Lake and containing the property recorded as the Windward Pointe, Planned Unit Development Subdivision, Plat Book 54, Page 146 and Plat Book 58, Page 121, Deed Book 5169, Page 633, Deed Book 4997, Page 300, Deed Book 5216, Page 955, Deed Book 4996, Page 8, Deed Book 4717, Page 441, Deed Book 4818, Page 715, Deed Book 5206, Page 216, Deed Book 5043, Page 151, Deed Book 4999, Page 77, Deed Book 5025, Page 425, Deed Book 4998, Page 32, Deed Book 4998, Page 29, Deed Book 5000, Page 269, ROHC, together with unplatted tracts recorded in Deed Book 4997, Page 288, Deed Book 4971, Page 621 and Deed Book 4878, Page 662.  Tax Map Nos. 120J-D-001-012, 120J-A-002.02, 002.03, 002.04, 005.01, 005.02 part, 004 part, 032-053, as shown on the attached map.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Preliminary Planned Unit Development Plan for the  Planned Unit Development,  known as Windward Pointe, is subject to the provisions of Article V, §1312 and the following conditions:


1.
Developer shall dedicate additional right-of-way to 30’ from the center line of Webb Road on the recorded plat.



2.
Developer shall show the total area in all of Windward Pointe P.U.D., the total number of units and the proposed density of the entire development on the recorded plat.



3.
All owners in this part and the existing part of Windward Cove P.U.D. must sign the recorded instrument  and showing the addresses of the owners.



4.
Developer shall indicate by note on the plat the type of development proposed.



5.
The lots for the south row of townhomes will not front Webb Road and the proposed road is not in a 50’ right-of-way and does not met the standards for roads of the Chattanooga Subdivision Regulations.  To meet the requirement of Article V, Section 1208(2) of the Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance which requires that “when lost are to be sold, all physical improvements required by the Chattanooga Subdivision Regulations” shall be installed, the Chattanooga Board of Zoning Appeals will have to grant a variance from this requirement before the Mylar copy of the final P.U.D. plan can be recorded.



6.
Developer shall how the existing zone is R-1 on the plat.



7.
Developer shall show the surrounding type of development and land use for all adjoining properties on the plat.



8.
Developer shall show the parking design for a typical townhouse on the plat.



9.
Developer shall submit a plan for public utilities such as gas, water, power and sewer on the plat.



10.
Developer shall show the owner’s name, deed book and page number for adjoining subdivided property on the plat.



11.
Developer shall give a street name to the southern road since townhomes on this road will not face Webb Road.



12.
Developer shall reduce the entrance island so that this island is no closer to Webb Road than 15’ from the edge of the existing pavement which shall be approved by the Traffic Engineer before any certificate of occupancy will issue.



13.
Developer shall submit sewer designs and sewer profiles with the final P.U.D. plans which shall be approved by the City Engineer.



14.
Developer shall submit road profiles with the final P.U.D. plans which shall be approved by the City Engineer.



15.
If the roads are built similar to other roads in this P.U.D. as curbed roads, a drainage pipe must be installed in the south road approximately 200’ from the existing road which shall be inspected and approved by the City Engineer.  All road drawings shall show the drainage pipe size, location and number of acres drained to the Storm Water Management Division and shall be reviewed and approved by the City Engineer.



16.
Developer shall submit drainage calculations for pre and post development runoff and shall submit a drainage detention plan to detain any increase to be approved by the Storm Water Management Division before the final P.U.D. plan can be recorded.



17.
Developer shall show on the plan and install a fire hydrant on the northern road approximately 260’ from Sailmaker Circle.



18.
Developer shall show on the plan and install a fire hydrant on the northern road approximately 370’ from Sailmaker Circle.



19.
Developer shall submit 13 copies of the final P.U.D. plan and 5 copies of road and sewer profiles by the 10th of each month for additional review by the Planning Agency Staff.



20.
All existing easements are retained.
