A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THOMAS W. VAN CLEAVE TO USE TEMPORARILY THE HOUSTON STREET RAMP BETWEEN FIFTH (5TH) STREET AND THE NORTH END OF THE RAMP TO DEVELOP A LANDSCAPED PEDESTRIAN PEDWAY, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Thomas W. Van Cleave (hereinafter referred to as “Temporary User”), be and is hereby permitted to use temporarily the Houston Street ramp between 5th Street and the north end of the ramp to develop a landscaped pedestrian pedway;



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That said temporary usage shall be subject to the following conditions:



1.
Temporary User shall execute the Indemnification Agreement attached hereto in favor of the City of Chattanooga, its officers, agents and employees for any and all claims for damages for injuries to persons or property related to or arising out of the temporary usage.



2.
Temporary User agrees to vacate the property and temporary use upon reasonable notice from the City to do so.



3.
Temporary User shall provide adequate access for maintenance of any utilities located within the easement.

Temporary User will provide adequate access for maintenance of any utilities located within the easement.
