A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PRELIMINARY PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS PERMIT FOR A PROPOSED PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT KNOWN AS FREDERICK STREET PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT, ON TRACTS OF LAND LOCATED BETWEEN WEST 37TH STREET AND WEST 38TH STREET, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN AND AS SHOWN ON THE MAP ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOF BY REFERENCE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That there be and hereby is granted a Preliminary Planned Unit Development Special Exceptions Permit for a Proposed Planned Unit Development on tracts of land located at blocks of West 37th Street and West 38th Street, known as Frederick Street Planned Unit Development, more particularly described as follows:

Beginning at the northwest corner of West 38th Street and Frederick Street, thence 67.75 feet northwest along the southern line of Tax Map 155N-B-009, thence 472.46 feet northeast along the west property lines of Tax Maps 155N-B-003 thru 009, thence 70 feet southwest along the north line of Tax Map 155N-B-003 to the west line of Frederick Street, thence 34 feet across Frederick Street to the west line of Tax Map 155N-E-001, thence 80 feet along the north line of said property to the northeast corner of said property, thence 472.46 feet southwest along the east line of Tax Maps 155N-E-001, 036 and 034, thence 80 feet along the south line of Tax Map 155N-E-034 to the east line of Frederick Street, thence 34 feet northwest across Frederick Street to the point of beginning, as described in Deed Book 5741, Page 692, Deed Book 5563, Page 199, Deed Book 5684, Page 528, Deed Book 5741, Page 695, Deed Book 5645, Page 914, and Deed Book 5569, Page 821, ROHC.  Tax Map 155N-B-003 thru 009 and 155N-E-001, 034, and 036 as shown on the attached map. 

Beginning at the southeast corner of Pirola Street and West 38th Street, thence 121.46 feet southeast along West 38th Street, thence 98.21 feet southwest, thence 121.46 feet northwest to the east line of Pirola Street, thence 98.21 feet along Pirola Street to the point of beginning, being described as part of Deed Book 2104, Page 413, ROHC.  Part of Tax Map 155N-F-001 as shown on the attached map.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Preliminary Planned Unit Development Plan for the  Planned Unit Development,  known as Frederick Street Planned Unit Development, is subject to the provisions of Article V, §1312 and the following conditions:



1.
Developer shall show the total area in all of Frederick Street Planned Unit Development the total number of units and the proposed density of the entire development on the recorded Final P.U.D. plat.


2.
Developer shall indicate by note on the plat the type of development proposed and showing Lots 1-6 and 8-12 to be used for detached single family houses and accessory uses only with a maximum of one single family house per lot.  Lot 7 is to be used for a detached single family house and accessory uses or parking.  Lot 13 is to be used as a parking area.


3.
Developer shall show the existing zone is R-3 for lots 1-12 and C-2 for lot 13 on the plat.



4.
Developer shall show the surrounding type of development and land use for all adjoining properties on the plat.


5.
Developer shall submit a plan for public utilities such as gas, water, power and sewer on the plat.


6.
Developer shall show the owner’s name, deed book and page number for adjoining subdivided property on the plat.



7.
Developer shall submit sewer designs and sewer profiles with the final P.U.D. plans which shall be approved by the City Engineer.


8.
Developer shall submit road profiles with the final P.U.D. plans which shall be approved by the City Engineer.


9.  All utility requirements of EPB noted on the Final P.U.D. plan are accomplished.


10.  Approved minimum building set backs from all exterior property lines are maintained in accordance with the Chattanooga City Code and/or any variance received from the Board of Appeals for Variances and Special Permits.


11.
All existing easements are retained.
