BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chief of the City of Chattanooga Police Department be and is hereby authorized to enter into an Interlocal Agreement, in the form attached hereto, with Hamilton County, Tennessee, for the purchase of communication equipment in an amount not to exceed $62,500.00, with Hamilton County Government reimbursing the City of Chattanooga from Homeland Security Grants provided to Hamilton County, Tennessee, by the United States government.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN

THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE

AND

HAMILTON COUNTY, TENNESSEE


WHEREAS, the parties to this Agreement are authorized to enter into an Interlocal Agreement for the mutual benefit of their respective citizens pursuant to T.C.A. § 5-1-113; and


WHEREAS, Hamilton County, Tennessee has agreed that it will reimburse the City of Chattanooga from Homeland Security Grants provided to Hamilton County, Tennessee by the United States government for the purchase of personal chemical protective kits to be distributed to officers in the Chattanooga Police Department;

NOW, THEREFORE,

In consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter stated, the City of Chattanooga (hereinafter referred to as the “City”) and Hamilton County, Tennessee (hereinafter referred to as the “County”) do hereby agree as follows:

1.  The County will reimburse the City up to the sum of Sixty-Two Thousand Five Hundred and 00/100 Dollars ($62,500.00) for the City’s cost of purchasing personal protective equipment during fiscal year 2003-2004.  The personal protective equipment to be purchased by the City and distributed to officers in the Chattanooga Police Department consists of approximately four hundred Kappler CPF-3 chemical protective suits with attached hood and booties, 3M 6000 Series full face air purifying respirator with combination multi-gas and P100 particulate filters, butyl rubber chemical protective gloves, latex-free inner gloves, PVC bootie covers with 50 mil thick sole and 20 mil uppers or equivalents.

2.  During fiscal year 2003-2004, the City shall purchase the equipment described above through normal bidding procedures for public purchases as required by the laws of the state of Tennessee and the City.

3.  Following the purchase of said equipment, the City shall forward proof of said purchase and request for payment up to the amount of $62,500.00 to the Finance Administrator for the County for reimbursement of the City’s cost of purchasing said equipment.

4.  Hamilton County, Tennessee agrees to reimburse the City of Chattanooga on or before June 1, 2004 for any communication equipment purchased pursuant to this Agreement.

5.  The parties agree that any amendments to this Agreement must be in writing and must be authorized by the legislative bodies of the City and the County by resolution.

6.  The parties agree that this Interlocal Agreement will be enforced and interpreted according to the laws of the state of Tennessee.
