                                                                                                                                                         City Code Section 32-101 thru Section 32-125 – Requirements pertaining to new City standard concrete sidewalks, curbs and gutters and all street-side storm sewers improvements required to facilitate the installation of these required improvements shall apply to each site submitted for permitting.  New developments and extensive additions and/or major City of Chattanooga streetscape areas in the central cities’ area require special attention for repair and/or installation of these improvements.  The streetscape plans normally apply to a specific location.

The developer/owner is responsible for furnishing an engineering plan and profile by a registered engineer for the construction of these items.  The approved plan is required prior to issuing the building permit.  The design for standard sidewalks, curbs, and gutters should be submitted to Joel Booth (423-757-4886) for review and/or approval.  In areas where the City has not developed streetscape plans but the streetscape is required to be installed, guidelines will be furnished by Dennis Malone (423-757-5033) in the City Engineer’s office to the project design engineer.  The project engineer will design the streetscape plans and submit a design to Dennis Malone who will review and/or approve the streetscape design plan.  The design for standard concrete sidewalks, concrete curbs, concrete gutters and the streetscape design plan must include all concrete curbs, concrete gutters, concrete sidewalks and storm drains needed in the City R.O.W. to install these improvements.  
The owner/developer is responsible for all roadway repair and paving needed to tie the existing roadway paving to the new concrete sidewalk, curbs and gutters.  

SUBDIVISION NOTES

The site as presented for permitting must match the recorded sub-division plat that is currently recorded.  If this is not the case, a new plat will be required.  All stormwater items, structures and parking must be on the site that is permitted as relates to the currently recorded sub-division.  Exceptions are sometimes made for the parking if there is a hardship as long as it is not self-imposed or created because the property use for the size lot is too great.  Stormwater must be contained on the site – no exceptions.
ADA COMPLIANCE FOR SIDEWALKS

Any site that has existing sidewalks but no handicap access ramps on corner property street radii shall install the handicap ramps as a condition of any building permit issued by the City.
