City Accepting Applications for Free Home Repair Program
The City of Chattanooga Department of Neighborhood Services and Community Development announces the launch of the application period for its 2013 Home Repair Program. This program provides free home repair assistance to qualifying Chattanooga residents. The dates of the upcoming project are July 8-July 20, 2013. The deadline for receiving applications is March 14 at 4:00 p.m.
The program is administered in partnership with World Changers, a home repair ministry of the North American Mission Board of the Southern Baptist Convention and Lifeway Student Ministries. World Changers provides Christian youth and adults with opportunities to meet the physical and spiritual needs of others through practical learning experiences that teach servanthood and personal commitment to missions. Locally, World Changes has served 353 households within the City of Chattanooga since 2001.
To be eligible for assistance applicants must be 62 years of age or older or disabled, and reside in the home that is to be repaired. Applicants must be low income according to Housing and Urban Development (HUD)  guidelines, be a resident of Chattanooga, have City and County property taxes paid through December 2012, and have not received home repair assistance from the City of Chattanooga or Chattanooga Neighborhood Enterprises’ Weatherization Program in 2010, 2011, or 2012 and have not received roofing repair assistance from the City of Chattanooga (World Changers) or Chattanooga Community Housing Development Organization (CHDO) in 2010, 2011, or 2012.
Interested individuals and prospective applicants are strongly encouraged to attend one of several technical assistance workshops designed to educate individuals on the application process.
